Tanis says continuity is important for government

Bougainville President James Tanis yesterday celebrated his first full year in office. Mr Tanis was sworn in at Arawa after a
by-election caused by the sudden death of the first ABG President Joseph Canisius Kabu in June 2008.

The first anniversary passed quietly, unnoticed by members of the executive government and the public.

Immediately after his inauguration, the President went to Port Moresby to assure Prime Minister, Sir Michael Somare, of his
commitment and loyalty to PNG.

Upon his return to Bougainville, he met with Panguna landowners who agreed to hold an election for a new executive to
replace three different groups.

He also established dialogue with commanders of the various factions in the south and central regions of Bougainville.

The president is satisfied that his government has achieved what it aimed to do in a short period of time. He said that the
governmentdéds vision for 2009 was to build and strenghidgen
systems to deliver services to the people and to ensure that they work.

Mr Tanis said it is up to the people to decide who their next representatives in government will be when the coming ABG
election is held. He stressed, however, the importance of continuity in government.

He said time was against him because he became president in a by-election and did not have the privilege of a full five years
in office, adding that his government and leadership can be judged by how much has been delivered and accomplished
during that short period of time.

Mr Tanis said the people of Bougainville will see more progress under his leadership if he is given the opportunity to lead the
next ABG government after the election.

Momis to lead party

AFTER going through leadership and political setbacks caused by some of its members within the Autonomous
Bougainville Government regime, the New Bougainville Party has appointed former Bougainville Governor John
Momis as leader in a bid to revive it.

The party president Linus Sahoto confirmed that the party has been boosted by the appointment and it would
help its preparations for the ABG election in March.

The party has been re-organised and says it is poised to play an important role in the development of
Bougainville.

The party has Mr Sahoto as president, Junius Kidoro as deputy president, Chris Bengko as secretary and Jerry
Tunjio as the treasurer.

Other members will represent youths, the churches, women and business houses who will be selected at the
next party council meeting.

Mr Momis resigned as the Bougainville Governor to contest the 2005 ABG presidential seat but lost to the late
Joseph Kabui.

The party under Mr Momis, if elected to power, will pursue major policy initiatives to develop and pursue a
government of unity in Bougainville.

The party will also pursue other major policy initiatives like good governance to fight corruption, revisit the peace
process with particular reference to guns disposal, involvement of youths, women, churches and business
houses in the development of Bougainville and its people, give priority to the Council of Elders as the basis for
peace building, law and order and development of the people, and re-assessment of the ABG administration.

PNG mines to benefit from high copper price

PAPUA New Guppenpeodutisg mnes are in for a big time as the price of the precious metal rises to

over K19,000 ($US7500) per tonne mark.

With the country being one of the major exporters of copper, this will also have a positive impact on the national
revenue.

While most mining companies in the country are gold focused, the world class Ok Tedi mine in the Western

Province is the major producer of copper concentrate in the country.

With reports of prices of copper skyrocketing, the company will be in for another bonanza in 2010.

In 2008, OTML continued to be the foremost contributor to the economy of Papua New Guinea, paying $US350

million in dividends to shareholders (K927 million), 82 per cent of which ultimately benefited the people of PNG

through shareholders PNG Sustainable Development Program Limited (52 per cent) and the National

Government (30 per cent).

Net revenue from the sale of concentrates accounted f
per cent of gross domestic product.

In 2008, total taxes and dividends of K950 million was received by the National Government with a further K350

million distributed to the Western Province Government, communities and employees.

Goods and services procured in PNG amounted to more than K850 million. According to news agency AAP,

copper soared past $US7500 per tonne on Monday, hitting its highest level for 17 months on the back of

industrial action in key producer, Chile.

In trading on the London Metal Exchange, copper for delivery in three months time soared to $US7 536 a tonne,
reaching the highest point since August 2008. At the close of trade last week, copper for delivery in three months

had jumped to $US7408 a tonne from $US7070 the previous week.

End of July last year the ADR emitting companies announced to stop the unsponsored ADR program in
Bougainville Copper shares. Consequently the trade in these ADRs was halted. Investors were given six months
to change their ADRs to ordinary shares. In 18 days on January 22" this period will be over. As the ESBC was
informed, J.P. Morgan, one of the companies that emitted Bougainville Copper ADRs, sold for example round
about the double of ADRs compared to those they were really holding. That means they are 50 percent (still)
short (estimated about 5 to 10 million shares). So, if they are obliged to convert all their emitted ADRs to ordinary
shares they need to buy Bougainville Copper shares on the market or to pay out the ADR holders in cash. But, as
there are only 25 percent of Bougainville Copper shares in free float (estimated about 100 m shares) strong
buying might cause extreme soaring share prices as seen in Volkswagen about one year ago. Within a few hours
VW shares rose some 500 percent due to strong demand. Such bull market in Bougainville Copper is not
expected to happen on one day only. It may last one week or more. All depends on how many ADR holders want
to get their ADRs changed to ordinary shares. The bigger the amount of shares to change, the bigger the chance
to see an unprecedented super hype!

ABG all set for JSB meeting in Port Moresby

THE Autonomous Bougainville Government (ABG) is preparing to attend the final meeting of the joint supervisory
body (JSB) in Port Moresby this week.

ABG President James Tanis said any decision not to proceed with the scheduled JSB meeting, which was
originally scheduled for Kavieng on Feb 26, was rejected by the Bougainville Executive Council (BEC) because it
defeated the previous resolution on the date and venue for the consultation between both governments.

Al was ma the BEC & its spegial meeting last Friday to immediately inform the National Government
that the JSB meeting will proceed as planned, and will be convened in Port Moresby instead of New Ireland
province, 0 Mr. Tanis said.

The ABG has requested Prime Minister Sir Michael Somare to attend since it will be the final meeting between
the current ABG and the National Government in light of the ABG 2010 general election.

The BEC also endorsed representatives of foreign missions in Port Moresby to attend the meeting.

Mr Tanis said the BEC had also mandated the ABG representatives to the JSB meeting to include on the agenda
a status report on the implementation of all JSB resolutions.

This report will be tabled in the first meeting of the JSB after the ABG election.

The JSB is made up of the National Government and Autonomous Bougainville Government to concentrate on
the implementation of the Bougainville Peace Agreement.

Second tanker hits Bougainville reef

A SECOND oil tanker hit the reefs of Pokpok Island last Thursday night about a kilometer from the Kieta port in
Central Bougainville and was rescued last night.

MV Queen, believed to be an Asian vessel, was sailing into Central Bougainville in an attempt to hose out oil
from an old tank at the once Bougainville Copper Limited, Lolo Power Station.

The tanker was saved by a tug boat last night and is sailing back home.

The first tanker sailed into Lolo about a month ago, hosed out oil and created a leak between the tank of oil and
Lolo wharf, splattering oil all over the Lolo coast line and nearby villages.

The tankerds missions were business deals organized
overseas companies, likewise with scrap metal, which are now affecting the people and surrounding
environments.

The people of Pompom Island, Suzerain and nearby coastlines are now demanding K1 million as a result of
damages to their marine resources and sea water.

A petition has been delivered to the Central Bougainville Commissioner and the North Nisei council of elders
(COE), demanding for the compensation to be paid immediately and for the tanker to be compounded by
authorities concerned before MV Queen leaves Papua New Guinea waters.

Chairman of North Nisei COE John Donna supported the petition, adding that the ABG was not taking into
consideration the seriousness of the problems.

Mr. Donna, who witnessed the tanker lying along the reefs of Pompom Island, said he was not sure whether the
authorities knew about the organized vessels sailing into Central Bougainville in search of wealth.

PORT MORESBY, March 23 AAP - The tiny Pacific island of Bougainville is preparing for presidential elections
that could make its dream of independence a reality.

Papua New Guinea's Autonomous Region of Bougainville will issue election writs on Friday and next month
goes into campaign mode. Polling for 44 seats kicks off between May 7 and 21 with a president expected to be
announced in early June.

This presidential race is touted as a make or break for Bougainville's secessionist movement as the winner's
job will be to ready Bougainville for a 2015 referendum vote to fully cede from PNG.

Despite a list of hopefuls the election will be an inter-generational race between current president James Tanis
and the older John Momis, who has recently returned from China where he was PNG's ambassador.

Mr Tanis, 43, a lawyer and former rebel, fighting PNG's defence force, replaced rebel leader-cum-president the
late Joseph Kabui, who died of a heart attack in 2008.

Mr Momis, 71, is a popular former Catholic priest, former Bougainville governor and former PNG MP who polled
well against Kabui in the region's first presidential race in 2005.

Both men would have the huge task of exorcising ghosts still haunting Bougainville despite the end of a
decade-long pyrrhic war over the Australian-owned Bougainville Copper Limited's (BCL) Panguna mine in 1997.

Panguna once had the world's largest gold and copper mines, making Bougainville PNG's most prosperous
province, providing a quarter of the country's GDP.

Now the once impressive infrastructure is decayed and dilapidated and some believe Bougainville will not be
ready to go it alone.

But while the Panguna mine sparked the struggle, it is now seen as a key to unlocking Bougainville's
independent future. Especially since BCL reported to the Australian Stock Exchange last year that more than a
billion tonnes of gold and copper ore remains in the Panguna site.

Buka business face debt worries

SEVERAL business houses in Bougainville owe other major businesses in Papua New Guinea millions of kina,

debts dating back more than five years ago.

Four major business house debt collectors from East New Britain, Lae and Port Moresby are in Buka trying to

negotiate with these major clients to immediately sort out their messy debts incurred five to six years ago.

One of the debt collectors told the Post-Courier yesterday that he was in Buka to negotiate with one of the major
wholesalers to find a way to settle their bill of about K600,000 incurred four years ago. The other had been

ordered by his executives in Lae to travel to Buka and negotiate with the company that owed them close to K1

million. Some business houses in Buka (hamed) have had arrangements with outside businesses to purchase

cargo from their shop, wholesales, warehouse and or other entities to sell in Buka or Bougainville.

These businesses are being operated in Buka and scattered throughout the region while several others are just
operating in the regionds temporary capital, Buka.

Bougainville has more than 121,000 voter population but the 2000 census figure for the population is still
185,000. These figures have increased over the years and sooner or later a new common roll will be announced
when writs are just about issued and after the completion of the update to ascertain the full voter population of
Bougainville.

Leaders in the likes of former national parliamentarian John Momis have come back to Bougainville. Momis cut
short his term in office as the Ambassador of Papua New Guinea to China to return to the region and contest this
second presidential election. Momis resigned the Bougainville Regional seat in 2005 to contest the first ABG
presidential elections against rebel leader Joseph Kabui.

He was beaten and soon after took off to Port Moresby and later offered the diplomat position in China. Late last
year Momis resigned as Ambassador in China to come back and contest the second ABG presidential election,
this time up against sitting MP James Tanis.

Bougainville mine reopening still remote

PREPARATIONS to resume active exploration and mining at the Panguna copper mine in the autonomous

region of Bougainville are in progress.

The mine will cost about US$3 billion (K8 billion) to reopen.

But access to the mine by the company, Bougainville Copper Ltd (BCL), is still not possible, according to BCL as

stated in its annual report for the year ending Dec 31, 2009.

In its financial report for the same period, BCL chairman and managing director Peter Taylor said BCL posted a

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In addition, there was an unrealised K63.6 million capital gain which, together with the net profit, amounts to a
24.6% increase in shareholder funds.

And due to the relatively modest profit and the need to preserve cash for future development, BCL will not pay a
dividend.

Bougainville mine reopening still remote

PREPARATIONS to resume active exploration and mining at the Panguna copper mine in the autonomous

region of Bougainville are in progress.

The mine will cost about US$3 billion (K8 billion) to reopen.

But access to the mine by the company, Bougainville Copper Ltd (BCL), is still not possible, according to BCL as

stated in its annual report for the year ending Dec 31, 2009.

In its financial report for the same period, BCL chairman and managing director Peter Taylor said BCL posted a

net profit of K8.7 million (A$4.3 million) last year compared with a loss of K4.8mil (A$2.3 millionl) in 2008.

In addition, there was an unrealised K63.6 million capital gain which, together with the net profit, amounts to a

24.6% increase in shareholder funds.

Operating expenses during the period in review were in line with those of 2008, he said.

And due to the relatively modest profit and the need to preserve cash for future development, BCL will not pay a
dividend.

Business booms as Bougainville steps ahead

SINCE peace was first brokered between the warring factions on Bougainville, small entrepreneurs saw the
opportunity to help them rebuild from the ruins of the 20-year conflict.

These are the years when the banks were non-existent and you started a business with whatever money you had
hidden under your pillows.

Small businesses especially trade stores sprung in nearly all corners of Buka Island and throughout Bougainville.
The bigger players during those years expanded quickly while the smaller ones also had a part to play in the
economy rebuilding process on Bougainville.

He bought this piece of land in 1998 for K300 as a bond fee and a year later he started leasing it from the
landowners for K100 a month. He also started building two saksak houses and a canvas house to live in and a
year later he bought two ovens and started baking 50 bread a day to sell for K2 each to shops. He was making
K100 a day to supplement his bottle and can collection.

Those 120 bags of cocoa helped Mr Harepa to start all over again to rebuild what is now his Harepa empire in

Buka and at Hanahan.

the Mineral Resources Authority (MRA).

According to MRA managing director Kepas Wali the Geomap survey projects are part of the mining sector
support programme (MSSP) with a total European Union (EU) funding of K178 million.

He said this during the launch of the mineral data, which also coincided with the opening of a new thin-section
laboratory equipped with new tools purchased costing about K1.5 million.
The laboratory is at the Mining Department office at Konedobu, Port Moresby.
The results of the laboratory will contribute to the development of geological and geochemical maps providing
information that unlocks the hidden mineral wealth of PNG.
Geomap project manager Dr Fritz Bandelow said the data set the result of the collection of geophysical data
using helicopter-borne state-of-the-art instrument over the Highlands region.
Dr Bandelow said data had more than 5,000 stream sediments sample collected from the same area which were
analysed with regards to 48 chemical elements.
He said the geochemical data covered an area of about 40,000sq km from Eastern Highlands to Enga and parts
of Southern Highlands.

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Court moves into South Bougainville

MANY people in south Bougainville have expressed their support following the move by the senior Buka district
court magistrate Peter Toliken to hold a district court circuit in the area.
They said the court circuit was timely because there were many court cases dating back to 1994.
The court hearing, held under a makeshift tent within the Buin police station area, was presided over by Mr
Toliken who handed down decisions on more than 100 cases.
The move is a significant milestone because it is the first to be held in the district after more than 20 years.
The last court circuit was held in the area in 1988 before the start of the Bougainville crisis. Of the 105 cases
presented in court, more than 70 of them were struck out by Mr Toliken with the bails being forfeited to the State.
There will be three more court circuits to be held in the area.
The second circuit is scheduled to be held in June, the next one in July while the last circuit will take place in
November.

Meanwhile, Mr Toliken is calling on the National Government, the Autonomous Bougainville Government and the
Law and Justice Sector program to quickly build a court house in Buin town.

Aussies walk free from Buka court

FOUR Australian surfers broke down in tears of joy and relief outside the Buka District Court yesterday when
they were acquitted of drug charges.

The four yachties, caught by Buka police on March 18 on board Perenti for allegedly being in possession of 470
grams of marijuana, are free at last.

Buka District Court Magistrate Peter Toliken handed down the decision just before 3pm yesterday. Putu
Winchester, 33, a former Australian actor, Thomas Ol sen, 44, Clayton McDonal d, 33
were in tears as they exchanged hugs.

They immediately called their families in Australia to advise them of the outcome and were speechless, most
puffing on cigars once they walked out of the courthouse.

Mr Toliken dismissed their case as he ruled that the prosecution failed to prove that the Australians possessed
the drugs - legally referred to in court as cannabis.

He also said that despite marijuana being commonly known and police witnesses positively identifying the
substance by smelling it, they needed at least a botanist or a chemist to prove the substance scientifically.

No Bougainville referendum until weapons are gone

A Port Moresby-based Bougainvillean lawyer is very concerned at the way the Autonomous Bougainville
Government has managed its affairs over the last five years.

Joel Minsipi Nawa told New Dawn FM that the legal lifespan of the ABG is a maximum of 15 years from 2005.

All powers available to Bougainville must be transferred from the PNG government within that 15 year period,
within which a referendum on independence must be held.

However, the transfer of powers is conditional, subj e
capacity. Also referendum must be held within 10-15 years.

He said although the referendum is guaranteed under the PNG and Bougainville constitutions there first must be
weapons disposal before it can take place.

He said Bougainville still has piles of ammunition in the hands of Mekamuis, Bougainville Revolutionary Army
element, the Wilmo Force, freedom fighters, Uvistract and certain local politicians, criminals and youths.

Mr Minsipi said that anything that can be used to harm another person is a weapon, including bush knives, axes,
fishing spears, not just guns. Killings are done using these weapons, especially when young people consume
home brews.

The ABG and the PNG government are well aware of these undisposed weapons and that this creates a big

threat to the lives of peace-loving people in Bougainville.

He said he was concerned because the issues of autonomy and the referendum leading to independence entirely
depend on disposing of these weapons.

Mr Minsipi, who is the principal legal advisor to the Teaching Service Commission and who represents the PNG
government on the draw-downof educati on powers to Bougainville says:s
concern was to transfer powers to Bougainville without addressing weapons disposal.
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The technical expert team of the PNG government, of which he is a member, has repeatedly asked ABG
representatives to include weapons disposal as an agenda for discussion but it has not been included for some
reason.

He called on the next ABG to make sure weapons disposal is on the agenda for discussion at future JSB
meetings.

Mr Minsipi also questioned why the ABG does not seem to have any policy guidelines as to how it is going to
remove weapons from Bougainville and its policy is in
gun free-Tonu.

While both ABG and Mekamui seem to have a clearly defined goal of becoming independent from PNG, the
reality is Bougainville cannot get independence if weapons disposal is not addressed.

He also called on Bougainvilleans to vote for good, qualified, active, committed and God fearing leaders for
Bougainville in the coming election.

They sometimes call him a bushman with a hell lot of knowledge, but Toro pays no attention to it because that is
just the way he lives, was brought up and has lived for the last 58 years - a simple village man.
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Toro was born in Teop Island in 1952, got educated at Hanahan, Tearuki and Tinputs. His high school days were
spent at the St Josephés Rigu High School, an all/l mal
hijacking the mission boat in 1972. A month later found himself a job with the Bougainville Copper Mine as a

heavy equipment operator. He learnt on the job and with little knowledge from the Catholic-run boys school, the

trade was sufficient for him.

In 1974 he upgraded his marks by doing the four main subjects under the College of Distance Education and

passed with flying colours. The following year he won a scholarship to study Arts at the University of Papua New
Guinea for four years.

They claim those affected vomitted and were too weak to squat when using toilet, instead they lie on the floor and
release their waste. But health authorities are saying it is the responsibility of Buka town inspection authorities to
inspect while police station officers have been saying they cannot do anything due to lack of funds.
